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NEGLECT

The child's physical or
mental condition is
seriously impaired or
seriously endangered as a
result of the parent/
guardian/custodian being
unable, refusing, or
neglecting to supply the
child with necessary food,
clothing, shelter, medical
care, education, or
supervision.

PHYSICAL ABUSE
The child’'s physical or
mental condition is
seriously impaired or
seriously endangered due
to an injury as a result of
the parent/guardian/
custodian’s act or
omission, or there is
evidence that illegal
manufacture of a drug or
controlled substance is
occurring on property
where a child resides.
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SEXUAL ABUSE"*
The child is a victim of certain sex offenses or is living in
a household with a victim of certain sex offenses.
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Screen-Iln and Recommend
Investigation Response Time

One Hour

If the allegations would
cause a reasonable
person to believe that
the child is in imminent
danger of serious bodily
harm.

24 Hours

If the allegations involve
abuse but the child does
not appear to be in
imminent danger of
serious bodily harm.

N

5 Days
If the allegations involve
neglect and the child
does not appear to be in
imminent danger of
serious bodily harm.
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*If the allegations are
of sexual abuse, a
qualifying
relationship is not
required.

For Both Screen-In and Screen-Out:
1) Ensure that Intake Report is Complete and Accurate
2) Seek Supervisory Approwval
3) Enter Intake Report in ICWIS within 24 Hours of Receipt of Intake
4) Perform Applicable Transfers or Linkages
5) Obtain Additional Information from Reporter, as Requested by Supervisor
6) Follow Additional Procedures for “Special Intakes”
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
