Associated Reportable Laboratory Results 

• Leptospira organisms from a clinical specimen 

• Leptospira agglutination titer by MAT in serum specimen 

• Detection of Leptospira DNA, IgM, or demonstration of Leptospira or Leptospira antibodies in a 

clinical specimen

Additional Documentation to Include 

• Applicable lab results (culture, IgM, MAT, PCR, or other supporting labs)

• Any noted exposure history, including animal and water exposures and travel
