Ukrainian and Parolee Arrival TB Screening 
Reimbursement  
Reimbursement is available through the IDOH TB Prevention and Care program for expenses incurred for 

Uniting for Ukraine and other parolee program participants to receive a stand-alone Interferon-Gamma Release 

Assay (IGRA) test and TB screening. The reimbursable party may be a local health department (LHD), participant, 

sponsor, or other entity or individual.

Please note that all reimbursement requests must be submitted to the IDOH TB Program by Sept. 30.
