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* Infant mortality is defined as the death of a baby before his
or her first birthday.

* The infant mortality rate (IMR) is the number of babies who
die in the first year of life, per 1,000 live births.

* Of the 559 Indiana infant deaths in 2018, 39 occurred in
the Southern Hospital Region.

* Non-Hispanic black infants are 2.2 times more likely to die
than white infants in Indiana.
