Saving a service layer in ArcMap

When you save the ArcMap document containing a GIS service layer or a layer file, the GIS
service connection information and the state of the GIS service layer are saved as part of your
map document. When you reopen the map, ArcMap automatically reconnects to the server and
sends an appropriate request based on the initial spatial reference, map extent, and saved state of
your map layers. For example, if you turned off the visibility for a particular server layer (or its

sublayers) and saved the map, the layer remains turned off the next time you open the map.
