The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA)
have completed their review of the conformity determination for the 2050 Metropolitan
Transportation Plan (MTP) and the FY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)
for Lake, Porter and LaPorte Counties. The MTP and TIP were developed by the Northwestern
Indiana Regional Planning Commission (NIRPC).
