Amendment #3 of the 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Program was released for a 21-day
public comment period which began on December 13, 2019 and ended January 3, 2020. The
amendments were made available at www.nirpc.org. One comment was received during the
comment period on the proposed amendment.

The writer, Mr. Peter Julovich; wrote:

The transportation capacity of vehicles has increased along corridors such as SR 130
from SR51 to Valparaiso, and Ridge Road business from SR 149 to SR 249. Serious
thought needs to consider increase lanes in both directions to meet future demand.

NIRPC staff responded on January 6 via email to Mr. Julovich. The comment is not considered
significant and no modification to the amendment is necessary. Staff response is shown here:

Mr. Julovich,
Thank you for your comment.

NIRPC strives to improve the quality of life of all residents of Northwestern Indiana. The TIP
(Transportation Improvement Program) works towards improving the surface infrastructure of our
region. Congestion and safety are two areas that we are consistently looking to improve upon. We
work with our partner communities to help them fund projects in areas needing improvement. We
can also help assist in defining these projects, but most communities already have areas or projects
that they have recognized as important and needing attention in their community.

Your question specifically deals with two state roads: SR 130 and US 6. Although the Indiana
Department of Transportation (INDOT) is required to include their projects in our TIP, they control
what projects get into their program. INDOT does have two intersection improvements on SR 130
scheduled for construction in 2021: CR 450 W (Wolf Rd) and SR 149. Both intersections will be
widened to add a dedicated left turn lane, which will help improve the traffic flow and increase the
safety of the traveling public.

We have forwarded your comment to INDOT and they will follow up with you about your concerns.

January 16, 2019

Amendment #3 of the 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Program was released for a 21-day
public comment period which began on December 13, 2019 and ended January 3, 2020. The
amendments were made available at www.nirpc.org. One comment was received during the
comment period on the proposed amendment.

The writer, Mr. Peter Julovich; wrote:

The transportation capacity of vehicles has increased along corridors such as SR 130
from SR51 to Valparaiso, and Ridge Road business from SR 149 to SR 249. Serious
thought needs to consider increase lanes in both directions to meet future demand.

NIRPC staff responded on January 6 via email to Mr. Julovich. The comment is not considered
significant and no modification to the amendment is necessary. Staff response is shown here:

Mr. Julovich,
Thank you for your comment.

NIRPC strives to improve the quality of life of all residents of Northwestern Indiana. The TIP
(Transportation Improvement Program) works towards improving the surface infrastructure of our
region. Congestion and safety are two areas that we are consistently looking to improve upon. We
work with our partner communities to help them fund projects in areas needing improvement. We
can also help assist in defining these projects, but most communities already have areas or projects
that they have recognized as important and needing attention in their community.

Your question specifically deals with two state roads: SR 130 and US 6. Although the Indiana
Department of Transportation (INDOT) is required to include their projects in our TIP, they control
what projects get into their program. INDOT does have two intersection improvements on SR 130
scheduled for construction in 2021: CR 450 W (Wolf Rd) and SR 149. Both intersections will be
widened to add a dedicated left turn lane, which will help improve the traffic flow and increase the
safety of the traveling public.

We have forwarded your comment to INDOT and they will follow up with you about your concerns.

AMENDMENT NO. 3

WHEREAS, Northwest Indiana’s citizens require a safe, efficient, effective, resource-
conserving regional transportation system that maintains and enhances regional mobility and
contributes to improving the quality of life in Northwest Indiana; and

WHEREAS, the Northwestern Indiana Regional Planning Commission, hereafter referred to as
“the Commission”, being designated the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for the
Lake, Porter and LaPorte County area, has established a regional, comprehensive,
cooperative, and continuing (3-C) transportation planning process to develop the unified
planning work program, a transportation plan, and a transportation improvement program to
facilitate federal funding for communities, counties, and transit operators, and to provide
technical assistance and expertise to regional transportation interests; and

WHEREAS, the Commission performs the above activities to satisfy requirements of the Fixing
America's Surface Transportation (FAST) Act of 2015 (PL 114-94), applicable portions of all
prior federal transportation program-authorizing legislation, as well as other federal, state,
and local laws mandating or authorizing transportation planning activities; and

WHEREAS, the FY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Programs are a product of a multi-
modal, 3-C transportation planning process, compatible with regional goals and objectives
and socio-economic and demographic factors used to form the NWI 2050 Plan; and

WHEREAS, the FY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Program is an implementation of
the NWI 2050 Plan, is fiscally constrained, and is consistent with the State Implementation
Plan for Air Quality; and

WHEREAS, the FY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Programs are developed by the
Commission in coordination and cooperation with local elected and appointed highway and
transit officials, special interest and service organizations, including users of public transit,
the Indiana Department of Transportation, the Indiana Department of Environmental
Management, the U.S. Federal Highway Administration, the U.S. Federal Transit
Administration, and the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency; and



WHEREAS, the changes to the FY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Programs brought
about by this amendment were reviewed by the Air Quality Conformity Task Force's
Interagency Consultation Group (ICG); and

WHEREAS, the changes to the FY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Programs brought
about by this amendment were subjected to public comment in the manner prescribed by the
2019 Public Participation Plan with no comments received; and

WHEREAS, the Technical Policy Committee (TPC) has recommended that the Northwestern
Indiana Regional Planning Commission make these changes to the FY 2020-2024
Transportation Improvement Programs.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Northwestern Indiana Regional Planning
Commission hereby amends the FY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Programs by
adding the new projects and making other changes as shown on the attachment to this
resolution.

Amendment #3 to the 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)
Northwestern Indiana Regional Planning Commission
January 16, 2019

Amendment #3 of the 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Program was released for a 21-day
public comment period which began on December 13, 2019 and ended January 3, 2020. The
amendments were made available at www.nirpc.org. One comment was received during the
comment period on the proposed amendment.

The writer, Mr. Peter Julovich; wrote:

The transportation capacity of vehicles has increased along corridors such as SR 130
from SR51 to Valparaiso, and Ridge Road business from SR 149 to SR 249. Serious
thought needs to consider increase lanes in both directions to meet future demand.

NIRPC staff responded on January 6 via email to Mr. Julovich. The comment is not considered
significant and no modification to the amendment is necessary. Staff response is shown here:

Mr. Julovich,
Thank you for your comment.

NIRPC strives to improve the quality of life of all residents of Northwestern Indiana. The TIP
(Transportation Improvement Program) works towards improving the surface infrastructure of our
region. Congestion and safety are two areas that we are consistently looking to improve upon. We
work with our partner communities to help them fund projects in areas needing improvement. We
can also help assist in defining these projects, but most communities already have areas or projects
that they have recognized as important and needing attention in their community.

Your question specifically deals with two state roads: SR 130 and US 6. Although the Indiana
Department of Transportation (INDOT) is required to include their projects in our TIP, they control
what projects get into their program. INDOT does have two intersection improvements on SR 130
scheduled for construction in 2021: CR 450 W (Wolf Rd) and SR 149. Both intersections will be
widened to add a dedicated left turn lane, which will help improve the traffic flow and increase the
safety of the traveling public.

We have forwarded your comment to INDOT and they will follow up with you about your concerns.

The Northwestern Indiana Regional Planning Commission (NIRPC) will hold a 21-day public comment
period on the draft changes to the 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). The
comment period begins today and will end January 3, 2020.

NIRPC’s TIP is a short-range financial and spending plan for the utilization of federal transportation
funding. These funds can be used for highway, transit, and non-motorized transportation projects.
NIRPC's TIP is periodically updated and includes projects undertaken by municipalities, counties,
transit operators, and the State of Indiana. Federal planning regulations guide the preparation and
development of TIP documents.

It is anticipated that action will be
taken at the January 14, 2020 meeting of the Technical Planning Committee, followed by the
January 16, 2020 meeting of the NIRPC Commission Executive Board.

(Designations); and

WHEREAS, The MPO, in cooperation with the Indiana Department of Transportation and affected public
transportation operator(s), is statutorily required to develop and publish a TIP that includes a list of capital
and non-capital surface transportation projects proposed for funding under 23 U.S.C. and 49 U.S.C.
Chapter 63, and regionally significant projects requiring an action by the Federal Highway Administration
or the Federal Transit Administration, regardless of funding source, to be carried out in the MPA over the
next four years; and

WHEREAS, The MPO used a continuous, cooperative and comprehensive (3C) metropolitan Planning
Process that substantially complies with the intent of 23 CFR 134 and 23 CFR 450 to develop the TIP;
and

WHEREAS, The MPO initiated consultation with the Interagency Consultation Group (IGC) on May 6,
2019 and the IGC concurred with the MPO finding that the projects listed in the TIP are exempt, per 40
CFR 93.125 or 127, or they did not take exception to the MPO finding that; 1) each non-exempt project in
the TIP is consistent with the design concept and scope of the project that was modeled in the most
recent conformity demonstration; 2) the open to traffic date of each project in the TIP is consistent with
the open to traffic dates in the most recent conformity demonstration; and 3) that the previous emissions
analysis meets the requirements of 40 CFR 118 & 119 and demonstrates the conformity of this TIP; and

WHEREAS, printed copies of the Draft TIP were/are available for public review and comment from May 3
2019 to May 17, 2019 at the WCIEDD's offices located at 2900 Poplar St, STE 9A, Terre Haute, IN
47805; at the Main Branch of the Vigo County Library, One Library Square, Terre Haute, IN 47807; at the
Brazil Public Library, 204 N Walnut St, Brazil, IN 47834; and in electronically accessible format on the
World Wide Web; with no adverse public comments received; and

WHEREAS, the Transportation Policy Committee authorized the Committee's Chairperson to sign this
resolution; Now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, The WCIEDD Transportation Policy Committee hereby approves the
aforementioned TIP.
