We completed our review of the conformity
documentation to support adoption of the Ohio-Kentucky-Indiana Regional Council of
Governments (OKI) 2021-2024 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and amended 2040
Transportation Plan by resolution on April 9, 2020. The conformity analysis includes
documentation to demonstrate conformity for the 2008 and 2015 ozone standards within the
Cincinnati air quality area.

Based on our review, in consultation with the United States Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA), we find that the OKI 2021-2024 TIP and amended 2040 Plan conform to the applicable
state implementation plan in accordance with the provisions of the EPA’s Transportation
Conformity Rule (40 CFR Parts 51 and 93).

This project will replace the deteriorating existing bridge which has a condition rating of Poor (4). The
replacement structure is designed for the current vehicle design criteria and will have a geometry that
meets AASHTO, INDOT, and Monroe County standards. To avoid impacting the creek, a direct tributary
of Clear Creek, and improving the horizontal alignment, Rockport Road will be shifted slightly east with
the anticipation of also improving its intersection with Bolin Lane. The revised alignment and new skewed
structure will also eliminate the scour problems at the current site.
