WHEREAS, the changes to the FY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Programs brought
about by this amendment were subjected to public comment in the manner prescribed by the
2019 Public Participation Plan with no comments received; and

WHEREAS, the Technical Policy Committee (TPC) has recommended that the Northwestern
Indiana Regional Planning Commission make these changes to the FY 2020-2024
Transportation Improvement Programs.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Northwestern Indiana Regional Planning
Commission hereby amends the FY 2020-2024 Transportation Improvement Programs by
adding the new projects and making other changes as shown on the attachment to this
resolution.
