In 2023, the Indiana Office of Community and Rural Affairs continued to be
a resource for rural communities through grants, programming, staff support
and more. Communities took advantage of OCRA programs to build local
capacity, invest in infrastructure, fuel community and economic development
and build relevant and thriving places where Hoosiers want to live and work.

We often refer to rural Indiana as “the next great economic frontier,” and this was evident
over the course of 2023. We saw New Castle earn the PreserviNg Main Street
designation, community leaders come together to network and learn at the OCRA in
YOUR Region meetings held around the state, communities celebrated during Downtown
Development Month, and saw more Hoosier homes and businesses receive high-speed
broadband access.

In 2023, over $35 million in OCRA funding was awarded to 157 cities, towns and counties.
Additionally, the agency:
« Relaunched the Recovery Housing Program, resulting in four communities earning
funding to develop recovery housing in their towns and cities;
« Expanded broadband access to more than 820 Hoosier homes and businesses
through the Indiana Connectivity Program; and
o Offered a $621,400 value of in-kind services to Indiana Main Street communities
through OCRA'’s Indiana Main Street team .

We look forward to seeing the impact the projects funded in 2023 will have on
communities, as towns install safer drinking water systems, citizens gain access to
reliable internet, and cities carry out transformational projects in their communities.

Rural Indiana is truly the next great economic frontier, as well as the heart of our state.
Thank you to all our Hoosier communities for their continued efforts to make Indiana an
even better place to live. We look forward to working with you in 2024.
